What:

Haden Edwards had obtained land grants from the Mexican government for 500 settlers.  When Edwards arrived at ‘his’ land, he found other settlers already on the land.

The Edwards brothers were angry and formed their own ‘state’, Fredonia, which they declared to be independent from Mexico.

Neither SFA, the Native Americans, nor the MX government would help the Haden brothers
When: 1826
Where:  near Nacogdoches
Result: Mexico realized that Texas settlers were trying to take over Texas.  This caused the Mexican 

government to become more concerned about what was happening in Texas.
